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Industry and Business Sectors

The industry and business sector remit of the Scottish Government (SG) will support projects that will deliver sustainable economic growth to Scotland as highlighted in the Government’s Economic Strategy.   In addition to this the industrial sectoral remit of the Scottish Government, Marine Scotland (MS) will support KTP projects operating in the aquaculture sector in Scotland.  This includes farmers, suppliers, processors, manufacturers and retailers.  MS will not fund projects outwith Scotland.

Technologies, Disciplines and Subject Areas

SG wishes to see Projects, which transfer `relevant' technology and knowledge into companies in Scotland leading to their strategic development.  In the case of MS, particular preference will be given to proposals which clearly address the vision and aims set out in A Fresh Start, the renewed Strategic Framework for Scottish Aquaculture (http://www.scotland.gov.uk/Publications/2009/05/14160104/0).  MS will fund projects and activities which benefit the aquaculture sector and communities.  Consideration will be given, where appropriate, to the contribution the project will make in terms of:

· Overarching sustainability; 

· Economic and social benefits;

· Environmental impact

In the event that prioritisation of otherwise equally acceptable project proposals becomes necessary, the main criterion will be to support programmes likely to have greatest impact on the sustainability of the aquaculture industry in Scotland. 

Projects supporting the following areas will be particularly welcomed:

· Fish Farm Containment

· Sea Lice monitoring, management and control

· Spatial Planning for Aquaculture

· New Species
Size of Company

Support for Projects involving both SMEs and large enterprises is available.

Shared funding/sole funding
SG favours shared funding of Projects in Scotland but is also content to fund on a sole funding basis.   Additionally, the Scottish Government will consider jointly funding with other Sponsors, on a case-by-case basis, those proposals falling outside the above sectoral restrictions.   
SG wishes to ensure that 9% of KTP Associate places in Great Britain (i.e. not including Northern Ireland) are directed towards Projects in Scotland before SG funding is drawn on.
