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Project proposals are developed from Outline applications made to the Health Technology Portal (www.healthtechnologyportal.org.uk) and considered by the reviewers to be suitable as potential Knowledge Transfer Partnerships.   Development of the full proposal should involve a KTP Consultant, particularly in the early stages following receipt of the Outline Project.   Those proposals that have been through this route, successfully, will attract funding support from DH. 

Industry Sectors
DH support for Knowledge Transfer Partnerships will be primarily for projects involving any medical device.

Technologies, Disciplines and Subject Areas
Projects to be supported by DH will involve the transfer from the science base to industry of appropriate technology, including those that are considered to be “low tech” but where there is ‘patient need’ and a demand by the NHS and/or world health care markets.

Size of Company
DH has no particular preference for size of company.

Shared Funding/Sole Funding
DH has a clear preference for co-sponsorship of Partnerships.
