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1. EPSRC wishes all universities to be able to access funding provided that they can produce a high quality Knowledge Transfer Partnership which meets EPSRC’s criteria for support (that is to follow on, pull through and exchange the knowledge generated from relevant EPSRC research grants).  

2. EPSRC offers two funding streams for the support of KTPs: 
· One is available to those 12 universities that hold a Knowledge Transfer Account (KTA) grant.  They are expected to use some of this funding to support EPSRC-relevant KTPs in the areas supported by their KTA grant. 
· The other funding stream is available for all other (non-KTA holding) universities; Partnerships seeking appropriate resources should be submitted in the usual way. 
All Partnerships, irrespective of whether the university holds a KTA or not, will need to be prepared and submitted in a similar manner to those for any other sponsor and will still need to be considered by the Programme Approvals Group.  
3. Requirements for all Partnerships 
· Show linkage to previous EPSRC research grants and demonstrate how knowledge generated from that research will be utilised and transferred to the collaborating partner.  

· Provide the Partnership Associate with an intellectually challenging learning experience appropriate to the Masters level and above, and

· Demonstrate that the cooperating company is capable of making significant use of the knowledge/technology being transferred and give some indication that the Partnership will result in the spread of best practice. 

4. Industry Sectors

Most Partnerships will be in one of the eight sector groupings that EPSRC has identified as being important in several areas.  They represent business opportunities rather than industry sectors as traditionally defined using Standard Industry Classification (SIC) codes.

These sector groupings are:

	a.  Aerospace, Defence and Marine


b.  Transport Systems and Vehicles

c.  Electronics, Communications and IT

d.  Creative Industries


	e.  Medicines and Healthcare

f.  Manufacturing

g.  Infrastructure and Environment

h.  Energy




5. Size of Company

EPSRC will support Knowledge Transfer Partnerships in any size of company. 

6. Detailed Funding arrangements
The EPSRC sponsorship for Knowledge Transfer Partnerships will be included within the funding envelope for Knowledge Transfer Accounts (KTA) with additional support available for those institutions that do not hold a KTA.

Knowledge Transfer Account (KTA)-holding universities.  Holders of a Knowledge Transfer Account will be able to use the EPSRC funds within the grant to support the costs associated with Knowledge Transfer Partnerships.  EPSRC expects that the costs for supporting EPSRC-relevant Partnerships in the areas of the KTA will be found from the KTA.  
Such Partnerships will need to be prepared and submitted in a similar manner to those for any other sponsor and will still need to be considered by the Programme Approvals Group. Note that all appropriate funding, including that for the grant element, associate training and management has to come from the KTA.

Non KTA-holding universities.  Universities without a KTA grant should apply for Knowledge Transfer Partnership costs in the normal way, identifying EPSRC as the potential sponsor. 

7. Shared funding/sole funding
Partnerships, generally, are likely to be funded solely through KTAs but where appropriate shared funding with another sponsor or sponsors is possible.   For those HEIs not in receipt of a KTA funding may on a sole or shared basis.
