Science and Technology Facilities Council (STFC) Criteria for Support of Knowledge Transfer Partnership Projects

October 2008

Industry Sectors

STFC will consider funding Knowledge Transfer Partnerships in any industrial or commercial sector that can benefit from technology transfer from the STFC research programme.

Technologies, Disciplines and Subject Areas
STFC will consider sponsoring only those Projects that aim to transfer technology directly from STFC supported research groups in Higher Education Institutions where the academic and technology expertise have been derived from developments in particle physics, astronomy or space science.   STFC will be aiming to increase the number of Partnerships that exploit the expertise of academic departments with high HEFC research ratings (5 and 5*).   STFC will not sponsor Partnerships involving Further Education Institutions.

Nature and Size of Company

STFC has no specific requirements regarding the size of a company.   However, STFC makes it a priority to increase the number of new partnerships between its research community and industry.   Therefore, STFC will consider sponsoring only those Projects that demonstrate novel application of STFC academic knowledge and skills and technology expertise, particularly those that propose a new collaboration.

Funding Arrangements

STFC will normally share funding with TSB and/or one of the other KTP Sponsors.   Funding will be considered for proposals of up to three years as found to be appropriate by a Partnership.
